5.1  Using the product

1.	 Position the light chain. 
2.	 Connect the plug of the light chain to the adapter. Make sure the gasket is in place.
3.	 Connect the adapter to a suitable outlet. 
4.	 Press the button on the adapter to switch on the product. The first mode is active. Press the button again to change to the next mode. The 

product has 8 modes.  
COMB -> IN WAVES -> SEQUENTIAL -> SLO-GLO -> CHASING/FLASH -> SLOW FADE -> TWINKLE/FLASH -> STEADY ON

5.	 To switch off the product, disconnect the adapter from the outlet.

5.2  Timer function

1.	 Press and hold the button on the adapter to activate the timer. The timer function indicator in the button lights up. The product activates the 
6 hours on, 18 hours off timer. The mode can be changed while the timer function is activated, however once the product is switched off, the 
timer function is also switched off.

2.	 Press and hold the button again to deactivate the timer. The timer function indicator switches off.
